o Policy Change — Until recently, Food Perspectives required all eligible adult testers to
be between the ages of 18-65 years. Testers can now be 18-84 years and be part of our
database. We have a series of tests scheduled that require individuals up to age 84.
These tests are to be held in Plymouth, Blaine, St. Louis Park and St. Paul.

e Online Surveys Update — In an effort to reduce the number of emails we send you,
we’ve updated a feature on our online surveys. You will now receive fewer emails, but
the email will now contain links to one or more online surveys. If your email contains
more than one survey link, you can select which one you’'d like to complete first. If you
happen to disqualify in the first survey, you can go back and try the second, third, etc.
Once you qualify and schedule for a test, you will not be eligible to try the others. The
link in your emails will be updated frequently. Please refer back to your email to see if
other tests become available.
